together. Firstly, Savage’s engineers watched slow motion footage

The Savage range of
rifles has always had the

reputation for producing
good accuracy for a very
reasonable price

They have always incorporated some well thought out features -
things like the floating bolt head, barrel nut arrangement, action
screw placement and their AccuTrigger. Their button rifled barrel
quality has always been good, but in their Weather Warrior series
the only thing that let them down was a far too flexible plastic
stock. This flexibility caused variable contact between the forend
and barrel if you weren't careful, which always results in erratic
accuracy. No longer is this the case, as they've just released a new
wersion of their synthetic stock they call the AccuStock

What is the AccuStock? -

Sanwase have followed one of the established ways to stiffen up a
nfle stock — that is incorporate an alloy bedding block. Their new
full lemeth block runs from the forend swivel stud to behind the
rear agion screw, which
on the Sawage is just

gripped by the wedge block
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of how a rifle action moves in the stock under recoil. What they
discovered is that the action has an initial rearward movement as
vou'd expect, followed by rebounding forward and backwards and
also up and downwards movements, until hopefully coming to rest in
the same place in the stock as where it started. If it doesn’t, the next
shot won't impact in the same place as the last. Accuracy is all about

repeatability, the same thing happening the same way every shot.

Savage then experimented with different bedding block systems
until they came up with one that minimalised movement and
always had the action in the same place from shot to shot. They
achieved this by firstly wedging the receiver down into the block
full length along the sides. Next they incorporated a sliding wedge
in front of the recoil lug that locks the lug firmly in position and
stops any movement of it at all. All in theory a great idea, and you
can see a slow motion video of this happening on their website:

The only reservation I had was there might be the potential to spring
the receiver a little when you pulled it down into the block. At least
if it is as solidly gripped in place as it looks in the video, then it
should be repeatably sprung. We'll have to wait and see if the system

works!
